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SWS-250 Visibility & Present Weather Sensor

Also showcased at the ATM Congress is Biral’s SWS-250, optimised for use in aviation applications where visibility measurements and present and past weather information is crucial. The sensor measures visibility, fog, haze, drizzle, snow, hail and non-frozen precipitation according to WMO table 4680.
